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Note of Protest

The President of the United States, in office for under a month, has embarked on a
crusade against the humanities—particularly fields centered on race, gender, sexuality,
sexual and reproductive rights, and other topics tied to diversity and human rights. The
Forum of Humanities, Social Sciences, Applied Social Sciences, Languages, Linguistics,
and Arts (FCHSSALLA in Portuguese) expresses deep concern over efforts to hollow out,
discredit, and delegitimize humanities research, turning it into a scapegoat for moral
panics within the scientific community and global society. Actions such as canceling
research projects, cutting scholarships, closing scientific institutions, denouncing
colleagues, slashing funding, forcibly redirecting projects, and censoring topics violate
the ethical principles of science and create harmful effects not only for the United States
but worldwide.

These impacts are already visible in the erosion of national sovereignty over knowledge
production, since much current research funding depends on transnational
collaborations. The gag order imposed by the Trump administration is aligned with a
supremacist worldview that eradicates anything contrary to its ideologies and values,
particularly in its condemnation of marginalized and vulnerable groups.

FCHSSALLA denounces the censorship measures taken by the Trump government,
standing in solidarity with scholars there and across the Global South who are directly
or indirectly facing this climate of fear inflicted upon anyone pursuing science guided by
ethics and human rights.
